There are many ways to get a review of your novelitstories or poetry books. You can ask a private autkermyself to review
your book or you can pay for it to be reviewed. Onerotbay is to ask some of the sites like [Justfinished,deviewyourbook or
bookpleasures.com to review your book too. There are sites/that will review your books for a fee or evenffee.

When you ask a private author to review your book hexes@me tips:
1. Tell them the genre of your book and your target audience.

2. Tell them the kind of review that you are looking fdetailed, in-depth or just a short summary of the booklamg@erson’s
opinion of what you wrote.

3. Make sure that you inform the reviewer that you want aggbraf your review before it is posted. You want to msikee
that the review is one that you want other authorgeaders to see.

4. When you ask a site or pay for a review you do not gebappof what is written and it is posted on their dités rare that
the review is removed if the author does not approwehatt the reviewer has written. You need to get this méion
upfront. | learned this when | had my first book reviewed the person reviewing it commented on the illustrations.

5. Make sure that you read any fine print that the siténtragk you to sign. If you are asking for a quick revitng out the
differences between that and a regular review thdtea ree and what extras you are getting other thaiilibe
done faster.

Things that should be in your review:
1. the reviewer should identity the title of the book #imelauthor and the publisher
2. the reviewer should specify the genre of the book
3. The reviewer should include the theme of the book @ntessage the author is trying to convey

4. The reviewer should give a brief summary of the booknan\eerview without giving away the twists and turnd éme end-
ing

5. Create an interesting beginning making the reader wantaatgand but the book if it is really a great read.

6. Tell what issues this book raises and possibilitiesggests.

7. Give some positive feedback to the author and telltivbyperson’s plot, theme or book is well written.

8. Give constructive criticism for or against the authapinions.

9. Relate the book to other issues or books that affecethewer in a positive way.

10.Describe the setting and the mood of the book. Tell whiehacters are strong and which affected you the most and why
11.Tell why you would recommend this book.
